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Our programs
LearningWorks AfterSchool provided 
small group and individual academic 
attention to 408 children after school at 
Portland’s Reiche, Riverton and East End 
elementary schools – a 140% increase over 
FY2010. 88% of participating students 
improved their standardized test scores in 
math and 83% in reading.

The Community Study Center was open 
235 evenings this year, 41 more than in 
FY2009, providing tutoring, homework 
assistance and computer access to middle, 
high school and adult students. 

Youth Building Alternatives – 93% of 
the graduates of this alternative high school, 
who had previously dropped out of school, 
earned their GED. Average GED test scores 
increased 25% over FY2009.

English Language Program provided 
261 adult immigrants and refugees—18% 
more than served in FY2010—with 11,860 
hours of English language support, cultural 
literacy and citizenship education to 
become independent in their new country.

Literacy Volunteers of Greater  
Portland recruited 11 additional volunteers 
in FY2011 to provide 143 adults—20% 
more than in FY2010—with one-on-one 
tutoring in basic literacy instruction and/or  
English skills. 

Back on Track provides group therapy 
and tools to youth who demonstrate 
aggressive, abusive and generally risky 
behavior, showing them how to become 
more responsible and accountable to 
themselves, their families and peers. 152 
young people graduated from the program 
in FY2011, a 73% increase from last year. 

Alternatives to Detention provides a 
structured, supervised alternative to youth 
incarceration with therapeutic intervention, 
life skills and community service. 21 clients 
met their stated goals in FY2011, a 24% 
increase over 2010.

Service Works – In FY2011, 55 non-
violent youth offenders performed 1,616 
hours of valuable service, including Graf�ti 
Busting, to aid local nonpro�ts and 
community members, learning more about 
important local services and needs.

Targeted Case Management – in its 
second program year LearningWorks 
expanded case management to Biddeford and 
case managers served 93 students aged 13-21 
with mental health related case management 
in York and Cumberland Counties.

Volunteers and Mentors are the foundation 
of LearningWorks’ success. In FY2011, we 
matched 21 mentors with students needing 
steady guidance and support, and welcomed 
196 regular volunteers, 28 more than 
FY2å010.Thanks to all of you who provide 
stable connections and a welcoming hand to 
LearningWorks clients.
