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Congresswoman Chellie Pingree to visit LearningWorks Weatherization Project Site.
PORTLAND — Ethan Strimling, Executive Director of LearningWorks, along with officials of Goodwill Industries, announced that LearningWorks will welcome Congresswoman Chellie Pingree and key staff, to visit a weatherization project site.  On Wednesday, August 12 at 3 p.m. at 181 Brackett Street, the Congresswoman will visit with students and staff at LearningWorks and then go across the street to 170-172 Clark Street to meet Weatherization Apprentices on their job site and to see the work they’ve accomplished.
The LearningWorks Weatherization Corps [LWWC] is comprised of twenty-two 18 to 24 year olds—all of whom are either recent immigrants, low-income, high school dropouts, and/or have been homeless. In this intensive training program, they are becoming weatherization technicians, are learning to perform energy audits, will be certified in multiple OSHA and LEAD safety techniques and will weatherize twenty to twenty-five units of housing.
Achieving these credentials will put the LWWC participants at the cutting edge of an industry desperate for workers skilled in green building. Transition services will be provided to the youth involved in the LWCC. Further, LearningWorks will help with employment and advanced training options. 
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
