What are we Learning? 
Engineering is Elementary 

“Hop To It: Safe Removal of Invasive Species”   
 
This year, we will study 3 engineering 
units.  In the first unit, students become 
mechanical engineers. They’ll explore 
and study invasive species – specifically 
Cane Toads in Australia and design and 
create a “Cane Toad Trap” to prevent 
the invasive toads from spreading. 

We will also be enjoying field trips, guest 

speakers, enrichment clubs, and study-

ing art with MECA (Maine College of Art) Art Teachers.
